Check
one battery at a time.

2. Battery indicator will flash briefly to indicate
remaining charge.

1. Connect batteries to Y-splitter charging cable.
2. Connect Y-splitter charging cable to charger.
3. Plug the charger into a power outlet.

4. Charging time = approx.5.5hr.

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Plug in the batteries

1. Apply a thin coat of grease (e.g. O-Ring lubricant) to prevent electrolytic corrosion of

the connector.

2. Plug battery connectors as shown below. Grab the connectors by all means to avoid

breaking of wire.

3. Press together firmly and make sure that there is no gap between the two terminals,

to avoid electrolytic corrosion and oxidization.

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Wearing the suit

A: How to wear

1. Wear the vest, and close side zipper.

2. Put battery in the battery pocket of the vest.

3. Fix the battery with zipper of the battery pocket and upper velcro.

4. Fasten a tail strap through the inseam when the vest seems to slide up.
5. Turn on the vest.

How to use the extension panel
If it feels tight, follow the images below to install the extension panel on the right waist
side to extend the waistline. Please choose it size from S to XL.

B: How to take off

1. Turn off the vest.

2. Take off the connectors.

3. Take battery out of the battery pocket.

4. Open up side zipper all the way, and take off the vest.
